AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH OF GETTYSBURG


AMENDING CHAPTER 15, PART 8, SECTION 801 OF THE


CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF


GETTYSBURG BY EXTENDING
 BRECKENRIDGE STREET 
AND BY DESIGNATING PORTIONS OF FIVE (5) 
ADDITIONAL STREETS IN THE BOROUGH OF 
GETTYSBURG AS SNOW EMERGENCY ROUTES.


The Borough Council of the Borough of Gettysburg hereby enacts, adopts and ordains this Ordinance amending Chapter 15, Part 8, Section 801 of the Code of Ordinances of the Borough of Gettysburg as follows:


SECTION 1:  Chapter 15, Part 8, Section 801.E. shall be amended in order to extend the snow emergency route on Breckenridge Street and to designate portions of five (5) additional streets in the Borough of Gettysburg as “Snow Emergency Routes.” Chapter 15, Part 8, Section 801.E. shall be amended and new subsections I. through M. shall be added as follows:
“§15-801.  Snow Emergency Routes Designated.


E.
Breckenridge Street on the north side only from its intersection 

with Baltimore Street to its intersection with South Franklin 

Street.

I.
Howard Avenue on the west side only from its intersection with 

Buford Avenue to its intersection with West High Street. 

J.
Seminary Avenue on the south side only from its intersection 

with Buford Avenue to its intersection with North Hay Street.


K.
Barlow Street on the north side only from its intersection with 

Hazel Alley to its intersection with Markley Alley. 

L.
Village Drive in the cul-de-sac only.

M.
Lincoln Square.”

SECTION 2:  All remaining provisions of Chapter 15 shall remain in full force and effect unless otherwise repealed by any other ordinance. All other ordinances and parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.


SECTION 3:  This Ordinance shall take effect upon enactment.
