The Borough Manager and Public Works Director met with bridge inspectors from C.S.Davidsons office, to inspect the bridge in Monument Alley between W. Water Street and DeLap Ave. There have been issues with the footer wall that supports the bridge in the past, and now it has worsened.  Due to the lack of structural integrity, it has been deemed  unsafe for travel. As a result of the inspector's findings, and the safety of the traveling public, the Public Works Department will be closing that bridge immediately.
